FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT
EVANSVILLE REGIONAL AIRPORT
EVANSVILLE, INDIANA

This Finding has been prepared for proposed development items and associated actions at the Evansville
Regional Airport to support existing and expected general aviation and corporate aircraft needs. The
Environmental Assessment (EA) examines the individual and cumulative impacts of their implementation. A
description of the proposed development items and associated actions, evaluated in the attached EA, are as
follows:

AS DEPICTED IN EXHIBIT 2-1 IN THE EA, AND OUTLINED AS FOLLOWS: SHIFT RUNWAY 4-22 TO
THE NORTHEAST BY APPROXIMATELY 2,415 FEET, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO ACQUIRING
71.4 ACRES OF LAND, 1 BUSINESS, 4 HOMES AND 8 OUTBUILDINGS; CONSTRUCT 2,415 OF
PAVEMENT; RELOCATE GLIDE SLOPE AND MEDIUM INTENSITY APPROACH LIGHTING SYSTEM
WITH RUNWAY ALIGNMENT INDICATOR LIGHTS (MALSR) ON RUNWAY 22, RELOCATE AND
INSTALL LOCALIZERS FOR RUNWAY 4 AND 22, AND PRECISION APPROACH PATHWAY
INDICATORS (PAPIS) ON RUNWAY 4 AND 22; EXTEND RUNWAY 4-22 PARALLEL TAXIWAY
APPROXIMATELY 2,415 FEET TO THE NORTHEAST; REMOVE APPROXIMATELY 325,000 SQUARE
FEET OF RUNWAY PAVEMENT ON RUNWAY 4; IMPROVE STANDARD INSTRUMENT APPROACH
PROCEDURES (SIAP) ON RUNWAY 18-36, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO RELOCATION OF THE
VECTREN POWER-LINE TO ENSURE OBSTRUCTIONS ARE REMOVED AS NECESSARY, TO
PROVIDE CLEAR SURFACES FOR ALL RUNWAY ENDS; RELOCATE APPROXIMATELY 9,450 FEET
OF OAK HILL ROAD INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, ACQUIRING APPROXIMATELY 21.0 ACRES
AND 1 BUSINESS AND CONSTRUCTING NEW INTERSECTIONS WITH MILLERSBURG ROAD AND
KANSAS ROADS; RELOCATE APPROXIMATELY 2,300 FEET OF S.R. 57; RELOCATE
APPROXIMATELY 6,180 FEET OF INDIANA SOUTHERN RAILWAY INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED,
TO ACQUIRING 0.30 ACRES OF LAND.

The Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) proposed actions are: (a) to issue an environmental finding to
allow approval of the Sponsor's Proposed Action/ALP for the development listed above; (b) to include the
approval for any necessary funding, installation and/or relocation, certification and operation of navigation
aids; and (c) to include any preparation to SIAP.

The following mitigating measures will be implemented by the Evansville-Vanderburgh Airport Authority
District as the owners of the Evansville Regional Airport as a condition of approval of the proposed
development. Prior to the issuance of Federal and/or State funds, as appropriate, for any of the
development listed herein, the following permits and/or actions must be promulgated and written
demonstration of the action provided to the FAA:

1. A National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit will be obtained to satisfy
Paragraph (b)(14)(x), Construction Activity of 40 CFR §122.26.

2. Residential/business relocation protection for both acquisition and reimbursement will be afforded to
potential relocates pursuant to the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition
Policies Act of 1970, as amended.

3. During design, an erosion and sediment control plan will be developed which will show the best
management practices. A Rule 5 Permit from the Indiana Department of Environmental Management
(IDEM) will be developed.

4. All facilities slated for renovation or demolition must be inspected by an Indiana-licensed asbestos
inspector prior to commencement of any renovation or demolition activity. In all cases where demolition
activity will occur, the Airport will notify IDEM within 10 working days prior to the demolition.

5. Construction noise specifications will be developed to minimize exposure outside of the construction
area. For construction that falls within the incorporated limits of Evansville, the Municipal Code on
construction noise limitations, Title 16.05.440, will be followed.

6. Light/Noise impacts from the relocation of Oak Hill Road will be minimized through techniques such as
shielding, directing light towards the ground, landscaping buffers, etc.

7. The Airport Authority will work with the airport neighbors and local community to establish new noise
management (remedial and preventative) measures to reduce the extent of aircraft noise.

8. A construction in a Floodway Permit will be obtained from the Indiana Department of Natural Resources
for the placement of temporary and permanent fill material in the Firlick Creek Floodway.
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9. The Evansville-Vanderburgh Airport Authority District will secure appropriate permits for wetland
mitigation and compensation from the placement of fill materials in Waters of the United States from the
United States Department of the Army, Corps of Engineers (USCOE) and the Indiana Department of
Environmental Management (IDEM), as appropriate.

10. The Evansville-Vanderburgh Airport Authority District will continue to work with Vanderburgh County to
widen/improve the alignment of Kansas Road from Petersburg Road to SR 57.

After careful and thorough consideration of the facts contained herein, the undersigned finds that the
proposed Federal actions are consistent with existing national environmental policies and objectives as set
forth in Section 101 (a) of the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) and that they will not
significantly affect the quality of the human environment or otherwise include any condition requiring
consultation pursuant to Section 102 (2)(C) of NEPA. Having met all relevant requirements for
environmental considerations and consultation, the proposed development/actions are authorized to be
undertaken at such time as other requirements have been met.

These decisions are taken pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 40101 et. seq., and constitute an order of the
Administrator which are subject to review by the courts of appeals of the United States in accordance with
the provisions of Section 1006 of the Federal Aviation Act of 1958, as amended, 49 U.S.C. § 46110.
